"Without knowledge of genocide and what drives it, we are powerless in stopping it.”
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e The government-sponsored Janjaweed have used rape, displacement, organized starvation,
threats against aid workers, and mass murder to kill more than 400,000 and displace 2.5 million
people. Violence, disease, and displacement continue to kill thousands of innocent Darfurians
every month.

What can you do to help?

There are many ways to help: legislative advocacy, fundraising for humanitarian organization at work in
Darfur, and raising awareness about the genocide. However, one of the most influential ways to make a
difference is to compel elected officials to support Darfur-related legislation and take other key actions.
Currently, Congress needs to pass Sudan Divestment Authorization Act (SDAA), Senate Bill 831, which
authorizes states to divestment from companies helping to fund genocide in Darfur, Sudan.
Divestment means that the government will take money away from any company or institution that has
investments to Darfur.

To protect civilians in Darfur and bring this genocide to a halt, we must hold our elected officials
accountable for their action - and inaction.
